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Executive Summary          

Undaunted by the chronic state budget crisis in Sacramento, California voters of all persuasions and regions of the state strongly believe youth violence prevention and safety programs should have a high priority for funding.

For the second year in a row, three-fourths of California voters, including nearly seven in 10 Republicans and nearly eight in 10 Democrats, say the Governor and Legislature should continue funding youth safety programs at current levels, even if it means less money is available for other programs such as schools, health services, transportation and public safety.

This is because more than 90% of California voters -- including Republicans and Democrats, Whites, Hispanics, Asian-Americans and Blacks, in every corner of the state -- say violence involving youth is a problem today in California. And more than six in 10 -- including 71% in Los Angeles, 83% of Blacks and 80% of Asians -- are concerned about young people in their communities or local schools becoming the victim of gun violence.

Nine in 10 voters say local gun violence is a greater threat to young people in their communities than international terrorism.

So serious is the perceived problem that eight in 10 voters, including 70% of Republicans and 85% of Democrats, say state spending on violence prevention and youth safety programs is as important to them as spending for law enforcement and prisons.

Voters are unequivocal about state funding for programs that reduce youth violence. Republicans and Democrats are of like mind on this issue: they believe in these programs and they want to preserve them, even if it means cutbacks in other vital services.

When asked to compare ways to spend state funds to help keep youth safe from violence, California voters name job training first, followed by after-school programs, mental health counseling and drug treatment, with the lowest priority assigned to law enforcement.

In fact, when asked to prioritize state funding for violence prevention, voters rank job training over law enforcement by a ratio of 3-1.

Moreover, six in 10 voters, including 47% of Republicans and 72% of Democrats, say they would be willing to pay higher state taxes if it were needed to maintain funding for violence prevention and youth safety programs. 

And 65% -- including 73% in Los Angeles, 67% in the Central Valley, 62% in the Bay Area and 57% in Other Southern California -- say they would vote for a 1/2-cent local sales tax increase to fund violence prevention and youth safety programs.

Other major findings of the 2004 survey include:

· More than eight in 10 voters, including 85% of Democrats and 70% of Republicans, believe "expanding after-school programs and other crime prevention and youth safety programs save money in the long run by reducing law enforcement and prison costs."

· About seven in 10 voters, including 76% of Democrats and 60% of Republicans, say "state spending for violence prevention and youth safety programs is a crucial part of public safety spending that California cannot afford to cut back, even in tough budget times."

· More than three-fourths of the voters, in Southern California as well as Northern California, say after-school programs should be expanded to include high-school youth and about six in 10, regardless of region, say their communities needs more programs to reduce violence and ensure the safety of young people living there.

· About eight in 10 voters say mental health services and facilities for juvenile offenders should be a high priority for funding by the Governor and Legislature. And even more say California should increase funds for after-care programs to ensure that juvenile offenders get job training, mental health care and housing after they are released from jail.

· Eight in 10 voters, 84% of Democrats and 73% of Republicans, agree that "the best way to reduce youth violence is to help young people get and hold onto a job." And 78% of voters say community job-training programs for young people are a "vital investment in the health of the economy and the prevention of youth violence."

·  Voters believe most strongly in the effectiveness of after-school programs that provide organized activities and in job-training programs. But overwhelming majorities also believe in the effectiveness of anti-truancy and anti-bullying programs.

Across the board, in almost all areas of the survey, women, especially single mothers, see the problem of youth violence as more serious than others do and, along with Democrats, are more open to programs and tax increases to address the issue. For example, 62% of women and 67% of single mothers see violence involving youth as a big problem statewide, compared to 48% of men. However, so strong is the issue of youth violence, that there is widespread support for a variety of means of addressing the issue across demographic groups.

Methodology

The Survey & Policy Research Institute completed 815 interviews with California voters April 19-24, 2004. Households were selected at random from a computer-generated sample of working California residential phone numbers, each with an equal chance of being surveyed. Sample was divided into replicates of 1,000, each representing its own random sample of California working numbers. Each phone number was called at least six times and replicates were exhausted before more sample phone numbers were called. Results were weighted to correspond to the regional distribution of voters according to the California Secretary of State's statement of voter registration and to the gender distribution of the October 2003 Los Angeles Times exit poll of California voters. The statistical margin of error for the entire sample is plus or minus 3.4%

Callers were screened with a two-step process to determine if they were registered to vote: first by noting that the survey was for registered voters only and second by asking voters if they were sure that they were registered to vote in their precinct. Moreover, respondents were later asked for the frequency of their voting behavior and likely voters were analyzed against non-likely voters. There is little statistical difference between voters and likely voters in responses to the survey.

After weighting, the sample yielded 426 women (51%) and 399 men (49%); 371 whites (46%), 257 Latinos (32%), 71 blacks (9%) and 51 Asians or Pacific Islanders (6%). Regionally, 22% of the sample came from the Bay Area, 25% from Los Angeles, 27% from Southern California outside of Los Angeles, 16% from the Central Valley, 7% from the Central Coast and 3% from rural California. There were 379 self-identified Democrats (47%), 260 Republicans (32%) and 79 Independents (10%). Margins of error for smaller subgroups are considerably higher than for the entire sample.

The survey was conducted under a grant to i.e.communications from the California Wellness Foundation. SPRI completed a similar study in April 2003. 

Concern Over Youth Violence And Safety Is Widespread In California

We’re interested in your opinion on issues concerning the safety of California’s youth. Would you say that violence involving youth is a big problem, somewhat of a problem, not much of a problem or no problem at all in California today?

How about in your city or your community? Would you say that violence involving youth is a big problem, somewhat of a problem, not much of a problem or no problem at all in your city or community?

And how about in your local schools?  Would you say that violence involving youth is a big problem, somewhat of a problem, not much of a problem or no problem at all in your local schools?

How safe do you think young people in your community are when they are at school? Would you say they’re very safe, somewhat safe, somewhat unsafe or very unsafe?

How about before and after school? Would you say young people in your community are very safe, somewhat safe, somewhat unsafe or very unsafe before and after school?

If you knew that gun violence takes the lives of almost a thousand young people in California every year, would you say that violence involving youth is a big problem, somewhat of a problem, not much of a problem or no problem at all in California today?

About 9 in ten California voters (91%) say violence involving youth is a problem in California and more than half (55%) say it is a big problem. Voters are more upbeat about their own communities, but still more than half (56%) say violence involving youth is a problem, and 21% say violence in their community is a big problem. Schools, where most parents expect their children to be safe, are seen as safer than the community, but 44% of voters say violence in their local schools was either a big problem (13%) or somewhat of a problem (31%).

· Whites, Latinos and Blacks are equally likely to consider the involvement of youth in violence a big problem statewide.  Asians are substantially less likely to see youth violence as a big problem than the other race and ethnic groups, but still nearly half (48%) state that it was a big problem statewide.

· Blacks are twice as likely as Whites or Latinos and nearly twice as likely as Asians to respond that youth violence is a big problem in their community.

· Nearly identical percentages of Whites, Latinos, Asians and Blacks say  violence in their schools is a big problem.  However, Blacks, at 45%, are substantially more likely than the other race andethnic groups to say that violence is somewhat of a problem in local schools.

· There is little difference among Democrats, Republicans, and Independents who feel that youth violence is a problem (89% to 94%) or a big problem (53% to 55%) in California.  Democrats are more likely (23%) than Republicans (17%) or Independents (19%) to feel that youth violence is a big problem in their community.  A slight majority of all three political groups think that youth violence is either somewhat of a problem or a big problem in their community.  While the percentage of likely voters by political party who said that violence is a big problem in local schools is roughly the same,  Independents are substantially more likely (38%) to see violence in their local school as somewhat of a problem than Democrats (31%) or Republicans (27%).

· Concern over youth violence in California is steady across regions.  In each of the four regions, slightly over half of likely voters say that youth violence is a big problem and over 90% say that it is either a big problem or somewhat of a problem statewide.  In contrast to the near unanimity concerning youth violence statewide by region, there is considerable regional variation in concern over youth violence in local communities by region.  Three in ten Los Angeles region voters responded that youth violence is a big problem in their community while fewer voters in the Bay Area (23%), Central Valley (21%) and Southern California (17%) expressed similar concern over their communities.  However, nearly half of Central Valley voters say that youth violence is somewhat of a problem in their community, and as a result, Central Valley voters – with seven out of ten reporting youth violence in the community as a big problem or somewhat of a problem – are substantially more likely to view youth violence in their community as a problem than Bay Area or Southern California voters.

     On the whole, Californians believe young people are safer at school than before or after school, with almost 80% responding that youth are very safe or somewhat safe at school.  Thirty percent say youth are very safe at school, while 49% feel that youth are somewhat safe at school.  Still, this means that a substantial minority of voters (20%) feels that youth are at least somewhat unsafe in the one public space where the safety of youth should be nearly unquestioned.  Almost two-thirds (66%) of all respondents think that youth are somewhat or very safe before and after school.  Almost all of the 14-percent difference perceptions of safety in school versus perceptions of safety before or after school is due to a smaller percentage of respondents indicating that youth are very safe before or after school.

· Opinions of school safety are relatively uniform across race and ethnicity, political party, and region of the state.  The lone exception is among voters living in Southern California outside of Los Angeles who say youth are much safer at school than voters of other regions.

· In contrast to the consensus across racial and ethnic lines concerning youth safety in school, there are large and notable difference between Blacks and Asians both with each other and with Whites and Latinos. More than a third of Asians feel that youth are very safe before or after school, nearly twice the percentage of Whites (17%) and Latinos (20%) with the same opinion.  While slightly fewer Asians think that youth are somewhat safe before or after school than Whites or Latinos, Asians are, overall, 10% more likely than White or Asians to say that youth are somewhat or very safe before or after school.

· Black Californians are very concerned about the safety of youth before or after school.  Only 7% feel that youth are very safe, a substantially lower percentage than that expressed by Whites or Latinos.  This inter-racial difference in concern is not equivocal: 14% of California Blacks feel that the period before or after school is very unsafe, a rate more than two and a half times that of Whites (5.3%) and nearly five times that of Asians (2.9%).

Telling respondents that nearly 1,000 young people die every year as a result of gun violence has little effect on the overall perception of the problem of youth violence in California, with 9 in 10 continuing to believe it is a problem. However, this added information alters the itensity of perceptions, with nearly two thirds (65%) saying that youth violence is a big problem in California (compared to 55% before the gun death figures are mentioned). Women are more likely than men (70-60%) to call youth violence a big problem after hearing about gun deaths.

· While more than 90% of voters from the major demographic groups agreed that youth violence was either somewhat of a or a big problem, there are three groups that differed from the others in rating youth violence as a big problem.  While 71% of Asians say youth violence was a big problem., 65% of Whites and 66% of Latinos share that view. Democrats are more likely to rate youth violence as a big problem than are Republicans. Finally, almost three out of four (72%) Los Angeles voters consider youth violence a big problem -- about 10% more than voters in other regions. Los Angeles voters and single mothers (88%) were also significantly affected by the information that 1,000 young people die each year from gun violence.
Trends: Comparing Perceptions,  2003 and 2004 

Our 2003 survey split before and after school into “community” and “home,” making a comparison of changes in the perceived safety of out of school hours of youth impractical.  We did ask about school safety and overall results are very similar, with 79% of voters regarding schools as somewhat or very safe for youth.  However, Whites in 2004 felt that schools were less safe, and the similarity in overall results is due to an increase in perceived school safety among the three minority group respondents.  There were important regional shifts as well.  In 2003, the Bay Area and the Central Valley ranked schools safest overall.  Bay Area opinion of school safety fell eight points in 2004 and Bay Area residents are now the least unworried about school safety.  Perceived safety also fell in the Central Valley, although at 77% is in line with the state average.  Southern California voters offset Bay Area and Central Valley declines with 88%, an increase of 9%, of voters saying their schools are somewhat or very safe for youth. 

Gun Violence and Control of Guns

How easy do you think it is for youth in your city or community to get a gun? Would you say it’s very easy, somewhat easy, somewhat difficult or very difficult?

Are you concerned about young people in your community or local schools becoming the victim of gun violence?

Which is a greater threat to the safety of young people in your community: international terrorism or local gun violence?

Do you support or oppose laws and policies that prevent businesses from selling guns within 1,000 feet of any school, day care center or playground?

A majority of voters statewide (52%) say it is somewhat or very easy for a young person to obtain a gun in their community.  Unsurprisingly, given this belief, nearly two-thirds of voters are concerned about young people in their community becoming a victim of gun violence.  Gun violence is seen, by an 80-9% margin as a greater threat to young people than the threat posed by international terrorism. To protect youth from gun violence, 70% of California voters support laws preventing the sale of guns within 1,000 feet of a school, playground or day care center.  

· Blacks are somewhat more likely (58%) than Whites or Latinos to say that it is easy for a youth to obtain a gun, while Asians are substantially less likely (37%) to say that it is easy for youth to obtain a gun.  Democrats (53%) believe it is easier for young people to get a gun than Republicans do (47%). Voters in the Central Valley (61%) are the most concerned with easy youth access to guns.  In contrast, the percentage who think it is easy for young people to get a gun in other regions ranged from a low of 49% in Southern California outside of Los Angeles to a high of 51% in Los Angeles.

· About 80% of Asians and Blacks are concerned about a youth becoming a victim of gun violence in their community -- substantially greater concern than expressed by  Whites and Latinos (63%).  Democrats (68%) are more concerned on this issue that are Republicans (57%) or Independents (62%).  Regional differences also exist, with voters in the two largest urban areas of the state, the Bay Area and Los Angeles, exhibiting more concern over local gun violence than voters in Southern California outside of Los Angeles or in the Central Valley.

· While no voter group sees international terrorism as a more serious threat to young people than gun violence, Latinos and Asians se terrorism as a slightly more significant danger than do Whites and Blacks. Likewise, Republicans see terrorism as a greater threat than Democrats or Independents do. Voters in all regions are equally likely to respond that gun violence is a greater threat to youth than international terrorism.

· Support for laws banning the sale of guns within 1000 feet of schools, day care centers, and playgrounds is high and remarkably uniform across the major demographic groups.  The lowest level of support for these laws is among Asians and Republicans, with 69% supporting such laws.

Voter Concern Over Gun Violence Increases Support For Tax Increase


Voters who are more concerned about the availability of guns and the threat that guns pose to community youth are generally more supportive of increasing taxes to maintain or expand youth violence prevention, safety, and mental health services than voters who voice less concern on the gun issues.  The relationship between concern over guns and support for increased taxes is strongest among those who are highly concerned about young people becoming the victim of gun violence and those supportive of laws banning the sale of guns within 1,000 feet of a school, day care center, or playground.  Regardless of whether the proposed tax increase is at the state or local level, and regardless of whether the question is broadly phrased (e.g., “higher state taxes") or specific (e.g., “1/2-cent increase in county sales tax"), voters who voice more concern over gun violence are uniformly more supportive of a tax increase than those voters for who gun violence is a lesser concern.  Voters who rank gun violence as a greater threat to community youth than international terrorism say they are somewhat more likely to vote in favor of three of the four proposed taxes (e.g., an additional tax on income over $1 million, local sales tax, and a tax on income producing properties) than voters who see gun violence as a lesser threat to area youth.  Voters who feel that it is easy for youth to obtain a gun are mildly more supportive of increasing taxes on incomes over $1 million and increasing local sales taxes.  

Broad Support For Youth Violence Prevention And Safety Programs 

Tell me whether you think the following types of programs are effective or not effective in helping to prevent crime and ensure the safety of young people:

-- After-school programs that provide organized activities, including leadership training, tutoring, recreation, arts and sports.

-- Programs that work to reduce the rate of truancy and the number of high-school dropouts.

-- Youth job and vocational training to improve educational abilities and provide basic job skills and work experience.

-- Programs that educated youth about how to deal with the harmful effects of bullying on those who bully and those who are bullied.

An overwhelming majority of California voters believes that youth violence and safety programs are effective at preventing crime and victimization of young people.  No less than 90% of voters, of all ethnicities, political parties and region of residence say after school programs are effective at reducing youth violence and ensuring the safety of young people.  Job training programs are also regarded as highly effective at protecting youth, nine in 10 voters statewide rating job training programs as effective at reducing violence and increasing youth safety.  Anti-truancy and anti-bullying programs are also judged as highly effective, with seven in 10 respondents statewide saying these programs are an effective course of action to protect California youth.  

· Belief in the effectiveness of anti-truancy programs is greatest among Asians (81%) and Central Valley residents (81%).  Republicans are most skeptical about the effectiveness of tnti-Truancy programs, but still more than two out of three say that anti-truancy programs are effective at reducing youth violence and improving safety.

· Although a majority of Republican voters (60%) believe anti-bullying programs are effective at reducing youth violence, this trails behind the confidence expressed by Democrats (75%) and Independents (69%).

Voters in all regions are consistent in their call for more violence prevention programs, varying only from a low of 60% in Southern California outside of Los Angeles and a high of 66% in Los Angeles.  

· Slightly more Asian voters (67%) and substantially more Black voters (84%) feel a need for more youth violence prevention and safety programs in their communities.

· Republican voters are evenly split on this question, with 49% asking for more local programs and 42% saying that their community does not require additional violence prevention and safety programs for community youth.

Nearly half of all California voters say youth violence is hurting the ability of youth to obtain or keep a job.  One out of five voters say violence is hurting a great deal.

· There are substantial differences by ethnicity on this question.  Only 44% of White voters feel that youth violence is a substantial barrier to youth employment, compared with 52% of Latinos and 54% of Asians.  Blacks express even more concern over the effect of violence on youth employment, with more than two in three Blacks (69%) saying that violence does affect a young person's ability to get and keep a job. 

· Republicans (39%) are less likely to say that violence affects youth employment opportunities than Democrats (54%).  Los Angeles area voters (56%) are somewhat more likely than voters in other regions (47%) to say that violence negatively affects youthful employment.

Given that Californians are highly supportive of youth violence prevention or safety programs, call for more in their own communities, view the threat of violence as an obstacle to employment by youth, and believe that violence reduction programs are cost-effective, it is not surprising to find that Californians rank state spending on youth programs higher than spending on law enforcement efforts to reduce youth violence.  Asked to prioritize five state programs -- job training, mental health counseling, drug treatment, after-school programs and law enforcement -- voters, by sizable margins, place all the other listed programs as a higher priority than law enforcement.

· California voters are three times as likely to place job training programs as their first or second priority as they are to rank law enforcement as a top two spending priority.  Spending on mental health counseling is a top two priority by a ratio of more than 2-1, after school programs by about 2-1 and drug treatment programs by 1.7-1 over spending on law enforcement to reduce youth violence.

· Looking at top priority choices only, it is apparent that job training is the preferred means of spending state funds to help keep youth safe from violence among all segments of the population, including ethnicity, political party and region. Asians, Blacks and Latinos place a greater emphasis on after school programs than do Whites, while Whites, Independents and residents of Los Angeles place greater emphasis on mental health counseling.

Perceptions Of Youth Violence And Support Programs


Survey respondents who are highly concerned about youth violence and safety in California, their communities and schools also strongly believe that violence, or the fear of violence, negatively affects the ability of youth to get and keep jobs.  They are also strong supporters of increasing youth violence prevention and safety programs in their communities.  In contrast, respondents highly concerned about youth safety are no more and no less supportive of youth leadership training and sports programs than respondents less concerned with youth safety.  There is a modest relationship between respondents who are concerned about school safety and jobs for youth.  Respondents concerned about school safety are slightly more likely than those less concerned to support vocational training and agree that helping youth find and hold jobs is the most effective way to reduce youth violence.  

Despite Tough Financial Times, Californians Favor Spending On Youth

As you probably know, California is facing a budget crisis with an ongoing deficit estimated at five to seven billion dollars.  The Governor and Legislature have already made deep cuts in schools, health services, public safety, transportation and other programs. As they decide where to make future cutbacks, should they:  Reduce funding for youth safety programs to make more funds available for other state programs? OR Continue to fund youth safety programs at the current level, even if it means less is available for other state programs?

Some people say that state spending for violence prevention and youth safety programs is not a high priority compared to other vital needs in tough budget times. Others say it's a crucial part of public safety spending that California cannot afford to cut back, even in tough budget times.

Would you agree or disagree with the following statement: “State spending on violence prevention and youth safety programs is as important to me as state spending for law enforcement and prisons.”

As you may know, California's after-school funds currently may not be spent on after-school programs in high schools. Some people say that's the best use of scarce resources because younger children are most vulnerable after school. Other say it's equally important to provide after-school programs in high schools to engage older youth who are more likely to be affected by crime and violence. Which view is closer to your own?

Some people say community job-training programs for young people are a luxury the state cannot afford when budget deficits are causing cutbacks in essential services. Others say these programs are vital investments in the health of the economy and the prevention of youth violence. Which view is closer to your own?


A large majority of California voters prefers to maintain current funding levels for youth violence and safety programs, even if it means cutbacks in other state programs.  About three-fourths (74%) of voters statewide say the Governor and Legislature should look elsewhere for budget cutbacks, no doubt because 70% of voters view spending for violence prevention and youth safety as a crucial component of the California’s public safety budget.  Support for maintaining current funding of programs for youth is consistent across California, with little variation between Los Angeles, Southern California outside of Los Angeles, the Bay Area, and the Central Valley. While Democrats are generally more supportive of programmatic spending than Republicans, the is substantial majority support among Republicans for virtually every form of spending.

· Nearly nine in ten Black voters say that youth safety programs should be funded at current levels -- about 15% more than White, Latino, or Asian voters. 

· A majority of Republicans support continued funding of youth safety programs even if it means cutbacks in other areas (56%) and slightly more (59%) consider violence prevention and safety programs a crucial part of the states public safety budget.  Republican support, however, is substantially lower than Democratic support, in the high-middle 70% range and Independent voter support (80%+).

When contrasted directly with spending on law enforcement and prisons, an even larger majority of California voters voice approval for spending on violence prevention and safety programs.  Statewide, 80% of voters prefer spending state funds on youth violence prevention and safety programs instead of on law enforcement and prisons.  

· Asians (88%) and Blacks (86%) are somewhat more likely than Whites (81%) and Latinos (78%) to agree that spending on violence prevention and youth safety programs is as important as spending on law enforcement and prisons.  

· Voters residing in the heavily urbanized Bay Area and Los Angeles are considerably (83%) more likely to agree that spending on violence prevention and youth safety programs is as important as spending on law enforcement and prison than voters in less urbanized Southern California outside of Los Angeles or the Central Valley.  

· While a majority of Republicans favor spending on violence prevention and safety programs rather than law enforcement and prisons, support is considerably lower than expressed by Democrats.  When given the explicit choice of building more prisons versus investing in violence prevention and safety programs, 69% of Republican voters, compared with 90% of Democratic voters say invest in protection.  This 21% difference in support is one of the largest found in this survey.

Statewide, three-fourths of California voters favor changing state law to allow funds presently dedicated to K-12 after-school programs to be used for after-school programs for high school students.  

· Black voters are even more in favor of changing state law, with 83% favoring a change allowing the funding of after-school programs for high school students.

· Support for changing state law is similar throughout the Bay Area (79%), Los Angeles (76%), and Southern California outside of Los Angeles (77%).  Central Valley voters are less in favor of changing state law than voters in other regions, although support is still high, with 68% favoring a change.

· Paralleling other findings, while a majority of Republican voters favor changing state law (68%), support among Republican voters is considerably lower than that given by Democratic voters (82%).

California voters overwhelmingly reject the proposition that community job-training programs for young people are a luxury and instead view them as a vital investment in the economy and violence prevention.  Slightly more than three in four voters say that community job-training programs are an investment that the state cannot afford to forgo, even when budget deficits are causing cutbacks in other essential services. 

· Latino voters are less likely to say that job-training programs are a vital investment (71%) than are White (83%), Asian (83%), and Black voters (88%).  

· Republican voters are substantially less likely to see job-training programs (68%) as vital rather than a luxury than Democratic voters or Independents.

Does Political Party Determine Attitudes Towards State Funding?


Republican voters consistently express less support for state funding of youth violence prevention and safety programs than Democratic or Independent voters.  Here, we attempted to determine if Republican voters express less support for youth violence programs because of ideological reasons or if personal characteristics of Republicans account for the differences.  We used a statistical technique called Multiple Regression Analysis, which is a statistical procedure analogous to a controlled experiment.  Because voters who express more concern over youth violence and safety in their community and schools are more likely to favor maintaining or increasing state spending on violence prevention and safety programs, we controlled for party differences on these variables.  We also controlled for gender because women are more likely to be Democrats than Republicans.  


It appears that the greater opposition (and concomitant lower level of support) voiced by Republican voters is, in fact, based on ideological reasons rather than the personal characteristics included in this analysis.  With the exception of the question forcing a choice between building more prisons or investing in ways to prevent kids from taking wrong turns, Republicans, even when taking into account that their personal characteristics are different from those of members of other political parties, appear to be less inclined to choose funding youth violence prevention programs than Democrats or Independent voters.  Even the exception supports this generalization, as Republicans, on average, were less likely to support after-school programs at the expense of prisons, but the size of the difference was not quite large enough to allow for a definitive statement as is the case with the other questions.


Significantly, however, despite this clear ideological difference, support for youth violence prevention, job training and other programs among Republican voters, while not as enthusiastic as among Democrats and Independents, is quite strong.

Californians Concerned About California Youth Authority

Have you heard news in recent months about conditions in the state's system of prisons for juveniles known as the California Youth Authority? Was it positive or negative news?

As you may know, California spends more than $80,000 a year on each juvenile offender incarcerated in a state institution operated by the California Youth Authority. But a recent lawsuit charged that young people sentenced to the Youth Authority have been locked in cages, denied psychiatric treatment and exposed to high levels of violence. Given these charges, do you favor or oppose closing down the state Youth Authority and placing juvenile offenders in county youth facilities?

Studies show that as many as 90 percent of those sentenced to the California Youth Authority have mental health problems. But with the ongoing budget crisis in Sacramento, mental health services and facilities for juvenile offenders have not been a priority for funding. As the Governor and Legislature deal with the budget crisis, what priority should they give to developing mental health programs and facilities for juvenile offenders?

Three-fourths of juvenile offenders who are released from state correctional facilities are eventually re-arrested and nearly half are sent back to jail within two years of their release. Some people say that's because California has inadequate after-care programs to ensure that juvenile offenders get job training, mental health care and help finding housing after they are released. Others say these kinds of after-care programs are a waste of money because juvenile offenders released from state institutions are basically criminals who can't be rehabilitated. Which view is closer to your own?

Some people say California should not spend scarce taxpayer dollars to educate or provide job training to young people committed to the California Youth Authority who, after all, have been convicted of serious crimes. Others say California should spend whatever is needed to ensure that young people committed to the California Youth Authority earn a high school diploma or learn a useful trade. Which view is closer to your own?

Despite widespread publicity about conditions at the California Youth Authority, fewer than half (46%) of Californians have recently heard about the CYA.  Of the 375 respondents who have heard about conditions, more than three-fourths characterize the news as negative. But strangely, 12% say the news they have heard is positive.

· Asian (29%) and Black (39%) voters are the least likely to have heard of conditions at the CYA.  Roughly half of Republicans and Democrats said they had heard news about the CYA.  Independent voters are less likely to have heard about the CYA lately, with 40% responding affirmatively.  

· There are substantial regional differences in the awareness of recent reports of conditions at the CYA.  Six out of ten Bay Area voters and 55% of Central Valley voters are aware of conditions at the CYA, a level of awareness considerably greater than that of Los Angeles voters (34%) and Southern California outside of Los Angeles voters (38%).

· There is negligible variation by subgroup among those that have recently heard of conditions at the CYA around the statewide average of 77%.

After being informed that it costs the state $80,000 a year to confine one juvenile offender in CYA facilities, a small plurality of voters statewide favor shutting down the CYA and confining juvenile offenders in county facilities.  

· Black voters (42%) are somewhat more likely than White (34%) voters to favor closing the CYA.  

· Alone among all subgroups Independent voters, by a 37% to 30% margin, are opposed to closing the CYA.

· Fewer Los Angeles area voters are in favor of closing the CYA (32%) than Southern California outside of Los Angeles voters (42%).  

One-third, an extraordinarily large percentage of voters, responded "Don’t know" to this question.  A discussion of the implications of the high rate of "Don’t know" responses for this question is found at the end of this section.

More than three-quarters of voters statewide say that spending on mental health care and treatment of juvenile offenders should be a higher priority than it is currently.  

· A higher percentage of Democrats (84%) than Republicans (69%) say that mental health funding for juvenile offenders should be a higher state spending priority.

· By a nearly identical margin to that of Democrats and Republicans, more Bay Area voters (84%) favor increasing mental health treatment of juvenile offenders than Southern California outside of Los Angeles voters (72%).

To reduce the high rate of delinquent recidivism in California, slightly over two-thirds of voters statewide say that the state should beef up after-care programs such as job training, mental health treatment, and social integration programs for released juvenile offenders. Even when offered tough language that says after-care programs are a waste of money because juvenile offenders are basically criminals, only 15% of the voters select this option.

· White voters are substantially more likely to call for increased after-care spending (74%) than Latino (63%) or Asian (63%) voters. 

· A majority of Republican voters favor increasing after-care spending (56%), but considerably less enthusiastically than Democratic (77%).

California voters are consistent in their belief and willingness to pay for job training programs to reduce youth violence (see “Programs” section).  Asked whether the state should spend money training juvenile offenders, some of whom had been convicted of serious crimes, 77% of voters statewide respond affirmatively.  Support for job training is steady across ethnic and regional subgroups.

· Support for job training programs for juvenile offenders is lower among Republicans (70%) than Democrats (84%) and Independents (85%).

Discussion: Do “Don’t Know” Responses Mean We Don’t Know?


Not always.  There are two types of processes – random and systematic -- that lead to “Don’t knows,” and other types of non-responses to survey questionnaires.   

Random non-responses or “Don’t knows” arise from chance events or circumstances that have an equal chance of affecting any survey respondent, regardless of the personal characteristics (e.g., age, gender, ethnicity, education, etc.) of the respondent.  Because these events are random, we expect that over the course of the survey that, for example, for every woman who does not answer a particular question, a man will also not be able to answer the same question.  Random non-responses or “Don’t knows” have no effect on the overall accuracy of the survey, although a high level of random non-response may make it more difficult to determine if differences between groups (between Whites and Latinos, for example) truly exist.  

Systematic non-responses or “Don’t knows” are more troublesome and can affect the validity of conclusions drawn from the survey.  Systematic non-responses or “Don’t knows” arise from processes that differentially affect the ability or willingness of subgroup members to answer a survey item.  One can easily imagine how a telephone survey on teenage sexual behavior might be skewed by non-responses (or outright deception) because the responses given by the teenager could be influenced by the presence or absence of a parent nearby.  A Latino teenager, because her mother is less likely to be employed outside of the house than a White teenagers’ mother, may be less likely to accurately report her sexual behavior than the White teenager, and as a result the reported differences in teenage sexual behavior among Whites and Latinos could under- or over- estimate the “real” differences in sexual behavior between Latino and White teenagers.   


To determine if the high rate of “Don’t knows” on the question of closing CYA, we performed a series of well-established procedures to determine if it was caused by random or systematic error, and if the latter, an estimation of the size of the error.


The following table is a recalculation of the table presented earlier, eliminating the “Don’t know” responses from the denominator.  It represents the views of those who either favored or opposed closing the CYA.  Of those with an opinion one way or the other, a majority of all ethnic groups favored closing the CYA and Blacks were considerably more in favor of closure than the other subgroups.

Earlier in the section, we noted that Blacks and Asians were less likely to have heard in recent months about conditions at the CYA.  Upon investigation, we discovered that Blacks who had not heard reports on the CYA were more likely to answer “Don’t know” to the question about closing CYA than were Whites, Latinos, and Asians who had not heard reports on the CYA.  The following table contains percentages favoring or opposing closing the CYA by respondents expressing an opinion and who had heard recent reports about the CYA.  Blacks who had heard recent reports concerning the treatment of wards by the CYA were in even more support – more than three in four – of closing the CYA.  In contrast, the percentage of Whites and Latinos favoring or opposing closing the CYA is largely unchanged. This suggests that having heard reports on the CYA has little effect on the opinion of Whites or Latinos.

Conclusion: The table presented in the main part of this section is an accurate reflection of the relative sentiment of White and Latino voters on the question of whether or not to close CYA.  Whites are fairly evenly split on this question while Latino sentiment distinctly leans towards closing the CYA.  The table in the main part likely understates how strongly Black voters would favor closing the CYA because the Blacks in the survey were less likely than Whites or Latinos to have heard reports on the CYA and​ Blacks who had not heard news about CYA were less likely to express an opinion on whether to close it down.  If Blacks were as willing to express an opinion as Whites or Latinos (regardless of whether they had heard reports on the CYA or not), Black support for closing CYA would be higher, and statewide support would also marginally increase.


The problem in interpretation of this one question arises because of the large number of voters who have not heard about problems at the CYA and who are essentially unsure what to think about the issue based only on the information in the question.

Willingness to Raise Taxes

The Mental Health Services Act on the statewide ballot this November would raise funds for counties to expand services and develop programs for mentally ill children, adults and seniors by imposing a 1 percent income tax on incomes over $1 million. Do you favor or oppose this measure?

What if the state said it needed more money just to maintain current funding for violence prevention and youth safety programs. Would you be willing to pay higher state taxes for this purpose?

What if there were a measure on the county ballot to increase the local sales tax by one half-cent for programs for violence prevention and youth safety programs. Would you vote yes or no?

How about providing funds for violence prevention and youth safety programs through additional taxes on commercial and residential property that produces income? Would you vote yes or no?

Despite California's reputation as an anti-tax state, substantial majorities of voters statewide say they would be willing to impose and pay higher state or local taxes to develop programs for the mentally ill and to maintain or increase funding for youth violence prevention programs.  

· Statewide, 73% of voters, including 82% of Democrats, 86% of Independents and 60% of Republicans favor the Mental Health Services Act on November's ballot, which would impose a 1% tax on incomes in excess of $1 million. Nearly six in 10 voters strongly favor the measure, including 63% in the Bay Area, 60% in the Central Valley, 58% in Los Angeles and 48% in Southern California outside of Los Angeles.

· In addition, 60% of all voters voice support for raising state taxes to maintain current funding levels of youth violence prevention programs, and slightly -- more, 65% -- would vote for a 1/2-cent increase in their local sales tax to fund youth violence prevention and safety programs.  A fractionally lower percent of voters -- -- 57% -- are in favor of increasing taxes on commercial and residential income producing property.  Support for raising taxes on income producing property varies by race, political party, and region in parallel with support for voting for higher state taxes.  

· For raising both state and local taxes, Whites and Latinos express roughly equal support with a minimum of 62% supporting raising taxes for youth programs.  Blacks are more supportive of raising state and local taxes, while Asians express less support, though still majority support for raising taxes.

· Seven out of ten Democratic and Independent voters support raising state taxes to maintain funding for violence prevention and youth safety programs, and a slightly larger majority -- 75% -- say they would vote to increase local taxes to increase their local sales tax to fund youth violence and safety programs.  Republicans are less supportive of raising state taxes, with roughly equal percentages of all Republicans voting yes (47%) and no (45%).  At the local level however, Republicans express a greater willingness to increase taxes for youth violence prevention and safety programs, with a slim majority (53%) willing to vote for a 1/2-cent increase in the county sales tax.  

· With the exception of the Southern California region outside of Los Angeles, support for raising state taxes dedicated to youth violence and safety programs is uniformly high in the low 60 percent range.  Southern California voters outside of LA are substantially less likely to support raising state taxes, with only half saying they would vote to increase taxes, and 38% saying they would vote against increasing taxes.  Interestingly, there is a similar percentage increase of voters who said they would vote for increasing local taxes rather than state taxes in three of the regions surveyed.  The percentage of Los Angeles, other Southern California, and Central Valley voters who say they would vote to increase local county taxes rather than state taxes was similar, with 7% greater support in each region.  Bay Area voters, in contrast, are equally supportive of raising local taxes and state taxes.

Does Age Affect Support For Increased Taxes?

While a majority of voters of all ages support increasing taxes for youth violence prevention and safety programs, voters under the age of 39 express substantially more support than voters over the age of 39 in raising local property taxes and on income producing property. Three-fourths of the younger voters, compared with 63% of older voters, say they are willing to vote to increase state taxes and 66% of the younger versus 55% of the older support raising taxes on income-producing property.   

High School Drop Outs And Youth Violence

Give us your best estimate -- Out of every 100 kids who enter high school in California, how many would you say drop out before they graduate?


Overall, California voters have a fairly accurate picture of high school dropout rates. The median range estimated by respondents is 20-25%. In virtually all demographic groups, about a third of the voters believe the dropout rate is 25% of higher. The official four-year dropout rate according to the California Department of Education is about 13%, but some studies show it may be as high as 34%. Consequently, voters' intuitive estimate is not a bad guess. Voters' estimates about the dropout rate, however, are also an indicator of other opinions.

Correlations With Other Opinions

Violence


There is a strong and persistent relationship between estimated high school dropout rate and youth safety statewide, in the community, and in local schools.  For each of the seven questions asked in this section, the greater the estimated drop out rate, the larger the problem of youth violence or the less safe the community and local schools.  

Gun Violence


Respondents who estimate a high dropout rate are also more likely to say that it is easy for youth to obtain a gun in their community, that they are very concerned about youth in their community becoming a victim of gun violence, and that youth violence hurts the ability of young people to get and keep a job.

Programs


Compared with voters who estimate a low high school dropout rate, voters who estimate a higher dropout rate are more likely to say that their community needs more violence prevention programs.  Opinions about other state violence prevention and safety programs is unaffected by the respondents’ estimated high school dropout rate.

Funding


There is no relationship between estimated high school dropout rate and support for continuing current funding levels of state violence prevention and safety programs.

California Youth Authority


With the exception of funding priority for mental health treatment of juvenile offenders, estimates of the dropout rate had no effect on questions concerning the CYA.  Respondents who estimated a higher dropout rate also say that funding for mental health treatment of juvenile offenders should be a higher priority than it is now.  

Taxes


There is no relationship between estimated high school dropout rate and support or opposition to raising state or local taxes.

Families Types


It is a reasonable assumption that respondents with children under the age of 18 in the household are even more concerned about youth violence and safety than respondents without dependent children.  To test this assumption, we constructed four types of households with at least one child under the age of 18 and contrasted their responses to all other household types. Below is a listing of the differences between families and non-families that were found.


The four family types are:


1) Child Family: all respondents (male or female), married or not, with at least one child under the age of 18. Includes the following three sub-types.


2) Young Family: all respondents (male or female), married or not, between the ages of 18 and 39 with at least one child under the age of 18.


3) Single Mother: an unmarried female respondent with at least one child under age 18.


4) Family Mother: a married female respondent with at least one child under age 18.

· We expected that familied respondents would be considerably more concerned about youth violence and safety than other respondents, but that expectation was, by and large, not supported.  Single Mothers, probably because of more perilous financial conditions, are more concerned than average about youth violence and safety.  On four questions: a) violence in local schools; b) safety of youth before and after school; c) gun violence in the community and; d) violence hurts the ability of young people to get and keep jobs, Single Mothers are more concerned than other household types.  Other family types registered greater concern than average on only one or two questions, while Child Families are less likely than other household types to say that violence is a problem in local schools. 

· Young Families and Single Mothers, though not Child Families or Family Mothers, are more supportive of tax increases than other household types.  Young Families give more support than average to three of the four tax increase questions while Single Mothers are more supportive of tax increases on two of the four questions.

Family Types On The Issues

Violence


All types of families generally regard youth violence as an equally serious problem as do non-family households.  There are two notable exceptions regarding safety in schools.  When compared with non-families, Child Families feel that violence is less of a problem in their local schools than do non-families.  Still, 44% of Child Families do say that violence is at least somewhat of a problem in local schools.  In contrast, Single Mothers are more likely than average to say that violence is a problem in local schools (64%).  Single Mothers, and to a lesser, but still substantial amount, Young Families are more worried about youth before and after school than average.  Gun Violence


In general, families consider guns no more or no less of a threat to youth than other California households.  The sole exception is Single Mothers, who are more concerned than average about gun violence involving youth in their community and are the only family type sharply affected by the information that gun violence kills almost a thousand youth annually in California.  

State Programs


Three of the four family types feel more strongly than non-family households that violence hurts the ability of young people to obtain and keep jobs.  Single Mothers are the most likely to agree that violence hurts ability of young people in employment, followed by Young Families, and finally Child Families.  Married females with a child (Family Mother) are the only of the family types whose opinions are the same as non-family Californians regarding the effect of violence on young persons ability to obtain employment.  In addition, Single Mothers are slightly more likely to call for more local violence prevention programs and Young Families are more supportive of job training programs for youth than non-family households.

State Funding


With one exception, families are as supportive of state funding of youth violence prevention programs as non-families.  Married women with a child, “Family Moms,” are slightly more likely to regard job training as a vital investment rather than a luxury item in tough budget times.  

California Youth Authority

Child Families are less likely to have heard about conditions in the CYA in recent months and, somewhat surprisingly, are more opposed than average to closing down the CYA in favor of county facilities.  Young Families are also less likely to have heard about the CYA, but otherwise have attitudes similar to that of all Californians.  Single Mothers give a higher priority to spending on mental health services for juvenile offenders than other California voters.  

Taxes


Taxation is the one issue on which families exhibit some divergence from the rest of California households.  While Child Families and Family Mothers are no different from other household types in their support for higher taxes, Young Families express more support for the Mental Health Services initiative on this November's ballot, are more likely to vote for a 1/2-cent increase in county sales taxes, and are more in favor of increasing taxes on income-producing property than are other household types.  Single Mothers express more support for the Mental Health Services initiative and are also more likely to vote for a 1/2-cent increase in the county sales tax.  

Guide To Reading SPRI’s Crosstabs 

The crosstabs provided by the Survey and Policy Research Institute contain a wealth of valuable data. By learning how to read the tables, you can quickly find what you’re looking for.

The top percentages in each cell are the row percentages; the bottom percentages in each cell are the column percentages. Here’s the most important rule to remember: To find the information that you need, read the top line of numbers across each row OR read the bottom line of numbers down each column.

For example, in the first column of the first row in the table below, the total number of people who were asked if they use a computer to access the Internet or email equals 1000. Reading across the Total row, you can see that of those who were asked this survey question, 490 were Male and 510 were Female. Reading further across the same row, you can see that of the 1000 people who were asked this question, 218 were high school grads, 215 had some college and 546 were college grads. (21 people refused to give their level of education in this survey.)

Now look at the “Yes” row. By reading across the top line of numbers in the “Yes” section, you will find that, of those who answered “Yes” to this question, 49.2% were male, 50.8% were female, 14.1% were high school grads, 22.4% had some college and 63% were college grads. 

Next, look at the “No” row. By reading across the top line of numbers in the “No” row, you will find that, of those who answered “No” to this question, 47.2% were male, 52.8% were female, 56.6% were high school grads, 18.6% had some college and 22.3% were college grads.

You can gain further information by reading the bottom number down each column. Look at the bottom row of each answer in the “Male” column: yes = 80.3, no = 18.0, refused = 1.6. That tells you that, of the 490 males who answered this question, 80.3% said yes, they use a computer to access the Internet or email, 18% said no, and 1.6% of the males refused to answer this question.

By reviewing the numbers in the “Female” column, you can discover how women responded to this question. Of the 510 females who were asked if they used a computer to access the internet or email, 79.6% said they do, 19.4% said they do not and 1% of the women refused to answer this question.

Comparing the men to the women on this question, you can see that 80.3% of the men and 79.6% of the women use a computer to access the Internet or email – a statistically insignificant difference.

Let’s look at the high school graduate column. The total number of people in this survey who said that their highest level of education was a high school degree equals 218. Of those 218 high school grads, 51.5% said they use a computer to access the internet or email, 48.5 said they do not and none of those who stated that their highest level of education was a high school degree refused to answer this question.

Looking at the last column, College Graduates, you can see that the total number of people who gave their level of education as a college grad equals 546. So, remembering to read the bottom line down each column, you see that 92.3% of college grads use a computer to access the internet or email, only 7.7% do not and none of the people who gave their education level as college graduate refused to answer.

So, according to the survey, college grads (92.3%) are significantly more likely to use a computer to access the Internet or email than are those people whose highest level of education is a high school degree (51.5%).

Summary:  The easiest way to check to make sure that you are reading the rows and columns correctly in any of SPRI’s cross-tabs is to look at the gender section for any question. The gender question is always answered for every completed interview. The numbers will add up to 100%  (or 99.9% in case of rounding) every time when read correctly.
